IMPORTANT 2012 REGULATION UPDATES 

 (2012 Season Starts September 1, 2011) 

 
 Section Benchmark for Intermediate Division is 350 MAS points. 

Anyone with 350 MAS points as of August 31, 2011 in any age 
division will have to play in the advanced division. 

 The 8 and under division will only advance to districts/states.  

 All 10 and Under Beginner divisions can be non-gender specific with 
a minimum of 
four players to make a team. 

 The 8 and Under divisions will remain non-gender specific with a 
minimum of four players to make a team. 

 Coordinators can have non-advancing leagues on the local level with 
same gender leagues or non-gender specific leagues in any age 
division.  

 Teams that win the MAS Sectional Championship in the Intermediate level 
must either move up to advanced level as a team or disperse to form new 
teams at same level for the next championship season( The new team 
may have no more than 3 players (one boy & two girl or two boys & one 
girl) who were on sectional roster. The 14 U INT team can remain intact if 
they move up to play 18 U INT.  

 All players looking to advance to the NATIONAL championship must 
compete in either a District/State or Sectional Championship.  

 You can only substitute for an eligible player. If a player does not 
have 3 matches locally then they are not eligible to have a substitute 
fill their spot. In no event can more than 2 substitutes (one boy and one 
girl) be added to a team’s roster for championships. You CANNOT 
substitute 2 of the same gender. If you add a sub at districts/states they 
are still considered a sub if team advances to sectionals. Coach/Captain 
must decide which player (original player or substitute) will participate 
since team roster cannot be increased for subsequent advancements. 

 All 10 and under divisions must play in the QuickStart format locally. 10 U 
BEG & 10 U INT must play on 60 ft. court with orange ball and 10 U ADV 
must play on 78 ft. court with the green ball. 

 Players must play 3 matches locally on the team they want to advance with 
to Championships. Playing in other seasons with other teams does not 
count toward local match history unless you are a substitute.
