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GRANT PURPOSE
To expand high school tennis team participation through support of no-cut policies.
GRANT GUIDELINES
· Coaches must be registered online in the USTA’s No-Cut Tennis Coach Recognition and Support program (http://ct2.usta.com/schools).

· Grants are awarded to the school, not an individual.
· The school must be a USTA Organizational Member.

· Schools that have received this grant in the past are ineligible.

· Grants are intended to be used for both boys and girls programs.

· Coaches must represent a public or private high school and implement a no-cut policy.
· Teams must be part of an organized multischool team system with players representing their schools.

· Teams may be co-ed or single sex.
· Funds are to be used for expenses incurred in starting or expanding a high school no-cut tennis program:  purchase of additional equipment, court rental, and stipends or training for an additional tennis coach.

· Grants will be awarded only to programs with additional funding or in-kind contributions in place through other entities, such as the school, school district, PTO group, Booster Club, Community Tennis Association, etc.

· The maximum amounts granted will be $250 for up to 25 team members, $350 for 26-35 team members, $500 for 36 or more team members (boys and girls combined).
GRANT APPLICATION DEADLINE
· All grant applications will be reviewed as received.  Applicants will be notified within one month of receipt of application.
· All grant applicants must return a completed W-9 Form along with the application.
· Awardees will initially receive one-half of the approved funding.  The remaining one-half will be mailed upon receipt of the end-of-program evaluation form (page 3).
· Grants will be awarded until June 1, 2015, unless available funds have been exhausted before then.
