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GRANT PURPOSE
To assist non-profit organizations in establishing Kids’ Tennis Clubs.
GRANT GUIDELINES AND PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS
· The organization requesting the grant must be a non-profit entity and a USTA Organizational Member.  To join the USTA, go to https://membership.usta.com/ and click on “Organizations.”
· The Kids’ Tennis Club must be listed on the USTA School Tennis Registry.  Go to www.usta.com/schools and click on the “Click to Register” box.
· Priority will be given to schools and organizations that partner with schools.
· Organizations can receive funding through this grant only once every 3 years.

· Grants will be awarded only to organizations with plans to be self-sustaining through additional channels, such as participant fees, fundraising efforts, other supporting organizations, or in-kind contributions.

· The program must be play-based and consist of at least 6 contact hours.
· School varsity tennis programs are not eligible.

· Grants are only for these expenses:  purchase of equipment, court rental, and stipends or training for a tennis organizer or coach.
· Contact Sue Riemann (Riemann@movalley.usta.com) or your local Tennis Service Representative for access to the discounted equipment website available to USTA organizational members.
· Funding goes directly to the applying organization.

· The maximum amount granted per organization will be $200 for 12-20 players, $300 for 21-35 players, and $400 for 36 or more players.
GRANT APPLICATION
· All grant applications will be reviewed as received.  Applicants will be notified within one month of receipt of application.
· All grant applicants must return a completed W-9 Form along with the application.
· Grants will be awarded until November 1, 2015, unless available funds have been exhausted before then.

· Awardees will initially receive one-half of the approved funding.  The remaining one-half will be mailed upon receipt of an end-of-program evaluation.
