-The local newspaper gives us 3 to 4 free ads.  And the local hotel has been the host hotel for our last 9 pro tournaments and we refer all sports related information to them.  One day, I called a possible sponsor and let them know that I would be dropping by.  I showed them the sponsorship levels that we have---there was a little hesitation---then they said, “I’ll take this one.”  BINGO---a $1000 sponsorship!

-I recently landed a couple of new hotel sponsors which will secure our tournaments in Abilene for 2010 and hopefully beyond that.  The two hotels kick back $4000 per property into our budget which helps in running our tournaments and gives us the opportunity to provide the best staffing  possible---including certified referees, umpires and site directors.  We also have the Whitten Inn of Abilene which   is owned by the father of two sons who came up through the Abilene tennis programs  and  he is happy to be one of our sponsors.  The other sponsor is the new Hilton Garden Inn.

-I had been in desperate need of high speed Internet at ANTC .  I made one call to a player at one of the locally based companies---who immediately got it for us as in-kind.  All I had to do was ask!

-The Courtyard Marriott by the Ballpark in Arlington has been the cash sponsor of our August SCMZ for two years.  An affiliation with them led us to become more involved with our Convention and Visitors Bureau---which has given us more exposure with the CVB and helped to attract more interest  from other hotels and entertainment venues.
-Dr Pepper contributed to some court improvements, but I think it was because the Dr Pepper manager’s daughter played for one of our teams.

- We have had Gallery Furniture sponsor our Houston Open for two years.  Mack moves on from charity to charity and this time around, we are “off” his list.  We had a tournament that we named after Gallery Furniture in 2009 and since we did not have another sponsor---we decided to keep the tournament under the same name.    In doing this, we are hoping that he will decide to sponsor us the next time around.  In 2008, the HTA tournament was in the red.  After communicating this to the players, we had a couple of volunteers help sponsor the awards as in-kind.  This will help to make the tournament profitable for 2009.
