3.F. A player must complete the Player Intent Form (PIF) and both captains must sign the PIF prior to registering for the second or subsequent team.  The form must be mailed to USTA New England 
Attn: Competitive Tennis, 110 Turnpike Rd, Westborough MA 01581. 
3.F.4. In the event a player is on the roster of more than one team that qualified for the next level of competition and the PIF has not been submitted according to guidelines, the player will only be eligible to play on the team for which he/she registered first. 
3 F 5. The PIF can be changed after the original submission if both captains agree and there is no conflict of captain interest.  Any PIF change must be submitted for approval to the section in writing by the player and both captains no later than 5 days prior to the championship event.  
3.F.6.  A player may play on one team, and one team only, in a championship event (Districts or Section) for each division (Adult, Senior, Mixed, Senior Mixed, and Super Seniors).  All four District Championships are considered one championship event.
3.F.7. In the event a team competes directly (in the same flight or play off semi/finals) against another team at a championship level that shares common players, the losing common players cannot advance with the winning team, regardless of whether they played in a match directly against the winning team.
