	Court Improvement Grants will be used for repair and/or upgrading existing public tennis courts, including fixed amenities. Court Development Grants offer support for new construction and court projects.

Applicants must meet all criteria and submit a completed USTA Pacific Northwest grant application. Applications are open throughout the year and will be awarded until funds are exhausted.

	(a) blended (tone on tone) lining on existing courts 

(b) standalone 36’ or 60’ courts 

(c) blacktop, school ground, playground QST court lining 36’ or 60’

Level 2: Up to $5,000 Court Improvement Matching Grant

This grant is to offer assistance in improving existing public courts including court re-surfacing and repair. Backboards, fencing and lighting are also considered at this grant level.    

Level 3: $5,000 - $10,000 Court Development Matching Grant

This grant is for new public court construction and/or facility development.



	
Grant Guidelines

	The USTA Pacific Northwest Grant program is for public facilities: 

· Grant applicants must be a current USTA Member Organizational member 

· Grants will be weighted with a higher priority for facilities with multiple users, open recreational play (with no fee) with existing programs and potential for growth 

· Level 2 grants shall be used for repair and/or upgrading existing public tennis courts. Level 3 is for new construction and public court projects 

· Grant applications are enhanced by securing and soliciting matching funds both public & private, national and local agencies and other donors, showing partnerships and a viable fund development plan.
· The application must be submitted with all supporting documentation 
· The 2011 grant awards will continue throughout the year or until grant funds are exhausted 
· The court projects are intended to be completed within one year of the grant award 
· Level 2 & 3 Only: As a requirement of acceptance the facility agrees to hold USTA programs (team, league, tournaments) and/or accessible community-based programs as part of its programming for a minimum of three years after being awarded a grant.  Those delivering and growing the 10&Under youth market will receive priority consideration.

· The facility agrees, if requested, to disclose or provide information regarding all usage fees prior to grant assistance
· The facility will comply with all applicable A.D.A. requirements
· The facility will strive to provide a safe, properly constructed and functional facility, including other amenities (i.e. shade areas, water fountains, backboards, lighting, etc.) to make the game of tennis more enjoyable and to encourage the growth of tennis
· The facility will provide photos and documentation of publicity after renovations and information regarding new tennis programs and number of players annually for a period of three years after the completion of the upgrades
· Grant recipients are required to complete a grant report/evaluation within one year of grant award or project completion (whichever comes first).
