How to Appeal your Self-Rating

Self-rate appeals for a HIGHER rating can follow the same procedure outlined on the previous page for Year-End Rating Appeals.

Self-rate appeals for a LOWER rating can follow the directions below:

A player who self-rates and believes that the minimum rating assigned to him/her is too high is immediately offered the opportunity to appeal this rating. These appeals are reviewed by USTA/Pacific Northwest Self Rate Appeals Committee. There is no fee to appeal a self rating.

 

If you have ALREADY left the self-rate page on the national TennisLink website, it’s a bit more difficult to get back to the page that allows you to appeal your self-rating. Here are instructions on how to get there:
