2012 Wild Card Chart

Local Area Champions will be included in the progression. If the Local Area Champion team is unable to attend, then the Local Area Finalist will be the alternate team advanced to Sectionals.  Should the Local Area Finalist be unable to attend the Sectional Tournament, then that place in the draw will be filled by the next eligible team from the Sectional Wild Card Chart.

Wild card teams will be granted as needed to fill out the draw of three, four, six or eight teams and will go to the second place finisher at each level within a Division (Adult, Senior, Super Senior, 70+, Mixed, Sr Mixed and One Doubles). If, after all second place teams in a level have been offered a wild card and the draw is not complete, all 3rd place teams will be notified simultaneously and a random draw will be conducted from those teams that have responded within the specified timeframe. When wild cards are not needed to complete the draw at a certain level, annual rotation is waived until that wild card has been awarded to the area listed on the chart below
The order of wild card selection in the PNW Section is: (1) Southwest Washington (SW ), followed by, (2) Alaska (A), (3) Eastern Washington (EW), (4) Northern Oregon (NO), (5) Southern Oregon (SO), and (6) Northwest Washington (NW)  and rotates sequentially by level within each Division (Adult, Seniors, Super Seniors, 70+, Adult Mixed, Senior Mixed, and One Doubles) at the conclusion of the league year.
For 2012, the wild card rotation will begin with the area shown in the chart below for each level of play.  For some leagues it is likely that all areas listed may be offered a wild card for some levels.  Be ready!
