This year marks the 113th since professional tennis

was first played in Cincinnati. In fact, the Western

& Southern Open is the nation’s longest running
professional tennis tournament still hosted in its city of
origin. Last year Roger Federer and Kim Clijsters made
history, both winning championships in three set thrillers,
the first time that both the men and women have gone
the distance in the finals.

Don’t miss your chance to witness history this year,

as the men and women share the venue for the first
time. The practice courts will be busy and the matches
promise to world-class, as Cincinnati for the first time
hosts ALL THE BEST, ALL AT ONCE.
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This year, Cincinnati becomes one of only
