2014 Saturday Fall Indoor League
-Operating Procedures-

Levels of Play are 2.5, 3.0, 3.5, 4.0, 4.5, and 5.0
USTA memberships required for participation

Match results for this league are NOT used for NTRP ratings.

ELIGIBLITY:

All players participating in the 2014 Fall Indoor League must be current members in good standing of the USTA through the league end-date of 12/31/14, and have reached the age of 18 on or before December 31, 2014.  All participating facilities must be current Organizational members of the USTA.  Players must have a published NTRP computer rating from the 2011, 2012 or 2013  league season (adults over 60 yrs must have a published NTRP computer rating from 2012, or 2013 ), or they must declare a self-rating on TennisLink when registering for a team.  Once a player declares a self-rating, the rating cannot be changed.  All players must be registered on TennisLink prior to playing their first match.  Weekday teams must have a minimum of 9 players registered on TennisLink by Oct. 13, 2014 in order to appear on the schedule.  Saturday teams must have a minimum of 5 players registered on TennisLink by Oct. 13, 2014 in order to appear on the schedule.
PARTICIPATION:

Based on the USTA National Tennis Rating Program (NTRP) the levels of play are: 2.5, 3.0, 3.5, 4.0, 4.5 & 5.0.   A WEEKDAY team will consist of a minimum of nine (9) players of the same sex, eligible to compete at a specific level of competition.  A SATURDAY team will consist of five (5) players.  Format for Weekday is one (1) singles and four (4) Ladies Doubles. The W2.5, W4.5 & W5.0 play one (1) singles and two (2) Ladies Doubles.   Format for Saturday is one (1) singles-men or women and two (2) doubles-men or women.  Each member must have an individual NTRP rating at or below the NTRP rating of the division at which they are competing.  A player may play on more than one team.  (For example:  A 3.0 player may play on a 3.5 team on Tuesdays and a 3.0 team on Wednesdays.) A player may also play on a weekday and a Saturday team at the same level.  Players must register on TennisLink for each team for which they are going to play. A “below-level” player may not be more than one (1) NTRP level below that at which the team is registered.  (For example: on a 3.5 team only 3.0 players may play as below level players.  No 2.5 players may play on a 3.5 team.)    
MATCHES:

Team competition for all levels will consist of singles and doubles.  A team member may play only one position per team match.  Each participating facility should have a minimum of 3 indoor courts available for league matches.  All league matches without officials, the USTA official publication, “The Code” shall be observed. If the times are split the #1S and #1D play early and the #2D, #3D

and # 4D play at the later time. Or if the split is 3/2 #1S, #1D and #3D play the earlier time.
Play will be best of three sets, No-Ad scoring, and a match tiebreak in lieu of a third set.  Play is restricted to 90 minutes! If you run out of time, and the next set of matches is waiting to take the courts, YOU MUST VACATE THE COURTS.  SPIN A RACQUET TO DETERMINE A WINNER
PROCEDURES FOR ENDING TIMED MATCHES:

1. With 15 minutes remaining, complete the game currently in progress. 

2. If games are even, play a set point coman tie-break (First to 7 by 2) to determine the set. 
3. If a team is ahead by one game, play another game.  If a team is now ahead by two games, they win the set. If games are now even play a set point coman tie-break (First to 7 by 2) to decide the set.

4. If sets are now tied at one all play a match tie-break to determine the winner of the match.

(First to 10 by 2) coman method.

All players need to arrive at the host facility in time to take the court at the scheduled match time, unless otherwise notified by their captain.  

PENALTIES FOR LATENESS 
More than 15 min. = loss of match (default)

AGAIN THE TIMELINE: 15 MINUTES BEFORE THE MATCH EXCHANE LINEUPS (SIMUTANUEOUSLY) BE ON THE COURT THE TIME THE SCHEDULE SAYS TO

START.  WARM UP FOR 10 MINUTES INCLUDING SERVES.  START THE MATCH

AT 10 MINUTES PAST THE SCHEDULED TIME. 

RESCHEDULING: AS A GENERAL RULE MATCHES ARE NOT TO BE RESCHEDULED EXCEPT FOR INCLEMENT WEATHR (RAIN, SNOW, SLEET, HAIL AND LIGHTENING) OR IF THE TENNIS FACILITY IS OVERBOOKED, AND THE COURTS ARE NOT AVAILABLE. IF YOU HAVE AN ISSUE WITH ANY ABOVE SITUATION MATCHES NEED TO BE RESCHEDULED AT THE ORIGINAL HOST FACILITY, NO EXCEPTIONS!  CAPTAINS THAT MOVE MATCHES TO OTHER FACILITIES ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE MATCH FEES, AND MAY BE BILLED FOR THE MATCH FEES AT THE ORIGINAL FACILITY AS WELL.
MATCH TIMES:

Consult the schedule!  Match times vary with facilities.

BALLS:

The host facility shall furnish new, high altitude, pressurized, optic yellow, USTA approved tennis balls.

ROSTERS:

TennisLink at national.usta.com is the official registration site for the league.  A minimum of nine (9) players must be on the roster by 10/13/2014 to appear on the weekday schedule.  A minimum of five (5) players must be on the roster by 10/13/2014 to appear on the Saturday schedule.   Players may be added to the roster through the end-date of the league on 12/18/2014 or 12/20/2014.  Players, who have registered on the wrong team in error, may be moved to the correct team, at no additional charge, provided they have not played in a league match, by calling the League Coordinator at 944-8790.  Once a player has played in a league match they may not be moved to another team in that division/level.  Once the schedule has been published, players may not be deleted from the roster, nor will any league registration fees be refunded.

SCORING:

Blank scorecards/lineup cards may be printed on-line by accessing TennisLink and using your team number.  Scores must be reported within 48 hours of completion of the match.  Failure to report scores within the time allotted may result in a double default or the score is to be confirmed by the 48 hour rule.  Once scores have been confirmed they may not be changed.  The winning captain is responsible for entering the scores, and the losing captain may confirm/dispute.  (Either captain may report the scores and the second captain may confirm/dispute) If a mistake has been made, in entering the scores, the League Administer can correct them.
FORFEITS:

Teams may forfeit one doubles match. (The second doubles must be forfeited for the two doubles format and the fourth doubles must be forfeited for the four doubles format without forfeiting the entire match.)  The forfeiting captain should notify the opposing captain and host facility a minimum of 24 hours before the schedule match time/date to announce the position to be forfeited.  IN CASE OF AN ENTIRE TEAM DEFAULT OF LESS THAN TWO POSITIONS FIELDED (NO SHOW) FAILURE TO NOTIFY THE OPPOSING CAPTAIN AND HOST FACILITY WILL AMOUNT TO AN “UNANNOUNCED DEFAULT” FOR WHICH THE FORFEITING TEAM WILL BE BILLED FOR AN ENTIRE TEAM MATCH.  FAILURE TO PAY THE BILLED AMOUNT MAY RESULT IN ADDITIONAL PENALTIES TO BE DETERMINED BY THE LEAGUE GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE.
GRIEVANCES:

A grievance alleging a violation of these operating procedures must be filed with the League Grievance Committee by the team captain of the team which has competed in the match, or by the League Coordinator.  The grievance shall be in writing and must be filed within 48 hours of the match in which the alleged violation was to have occurred, or within 24 hours of the end-date of the league/flight, whichever comes first.  Upon receipt of the grievance, the District League Grievance Committee shall send a copy of the complaint to the party or parties against whom the complaint has been filed.  As soon as reasonable, the committee shall investigate the complaint with anyone deemed appropriate, and render its decision in writing, with copies of the decision going to all concerned parties.  The committee shall have the power to correct any violations found, by reasonable means, including, but not limited to suspension of league playing privileges of the guilty party or parties.  The committee shall also have the power to reverse any previous points earned by the player(s) in prior matches.  Once the committee has reached a decision, the decision shall be given in writing to all concerned parties.  Either party may appeal the decision of the committee within three (3) business days of receipt of the decision.  All appeals must be in writing, and addressed to the District League Grievance Appeals Committee.  There shall be no further right of appeal of the decision of the District League Grievance Appeals Committee.

FAIR PLAY GRIEVANCES:

A Fair Play Complaint may be filed at any time by a Captain or League Coordinator against the player and/or captains who enters or condones entering at one NTRP level when the player’s actual skill level is at the top of the next level or higher.   The USTA and the UTA considers these acts to be a violation of the standards of good conduct and fair play, and good sportsmanship in accordance with the provisions of  regulation 2.02B  contained in the 2012 USA League Tennis Regulations.  It is the intent of the USTA League Program to identify and eliminate self-rate violators and captains who condone self-rate violators as early as possible prior to the league season.  Toward this end, Local 
League Coordinators, Captains are encouraged to identify individuals who are seen to be at the top of the next NTRP level, or higher.  However, League Coordinators are not required to accept such filings unless the grievance claim meets certain standards.  Forms and protocol for filing a Fair Play 
Complaint may be obtained by calling the League Coordinator at 944-8790.

NTRP GRIEVANCES

Players with a computer rating are exempt from Fair Play Grievances.
SCHEDULES:

Schedules will be published the middle of October on TennisLink.  Please check your schedule for any errors, and contact the League Coordinator immediately at 944-8790, should any errors be found.
FEES:

The registration fee for this league is $17.00 + $3.00 TL user fee (non-refundable).  League registration fees are not refundable once the schedule has been published.  Match fees are $14.00 per player per match, and are payable to the host facility at the time of the match, prior to taking the court.
