                       PTR Arkansas Member of the Year

At the beginning of this year, Cash started a program at Fayetteville Tennis to serve the public throughout Northwest Arkansas, and to build one of the biggest Junior Team Tennis programs in the nation. Recently, he was presented the 2013 Victor Sheshunoff Meritorious Education Award by the Arkansas Tennis Association.
